A Certificate of Compliance will be issued by the Town of Eastham Health Department for a fee of $25.00 to certify that a property has met requirements for a property transfer in accordance with 310 CMR 15.00 Massachusetts State Environmental Code-Title V and Eastham Board of Health Regulations under the following conditions:
Sewage disposal system inspection by a licensed inspector approved by the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection.  Said inspection will be valid for two years.  A copy of the system inspection report will be delivered to the Health Department for approval.  Minimum requirements for approval of this report include:
(1)
Engineered Title V plan
(2)
Certified As-Built of the system (required for systems installed after 1990)
(3)
Acceptable VOC (Volatile Organic Chemicals) water quality analysis valid for one year.
(4)
Acceptable Routine water quality analysis valid for one year.

Any property transfer will require this compliance be it transferred by sale, exchange, gift, or bequest to a new ownership.  It will not be required for conveyance or devise of property to a surviving spouse.
