1. Invitation to Bid

The Town of Eastham is accepting sealed bids for the replacement of a stockade style fencing at the Eastham Transfer Station located at 555 Old Orchard Road in Eastham

Bids will be received on behalf of the Town of Eastham at the Eastham Town Hall, Office of the Town Administrator, 2500 State Highway, Eastham, MA, 02642 until Thursday, May 20, 2010, at 2:00 p.m., at which time and place the bids will be publicly opened and read aloud.  The outside of the envelope must also show the name and address of the bidder.

Bids must be received in a sealed envelope and clearly marked on the outside of the envelope as follows:

Bids are to be received no later than Thursday, May 20, 2010 at 2:00 p.m.  Bids received after will be deemed non-responsive and will not be accepted.  Responses to the Invitation to Bid must include all required documents, completed and signed per the instructions and attached forms included in this invitation to bid packet.  These guidelines will be strictly enforced.  Applicants are cautioned to allow sufficient time for their bid to be hand delivered or mailed.  The Town Administrator reserves the right to accept and/or reject any and all bids and waive any informalities in bidding procedures to the extent allowed by law and make the award as may be deemed to be in the best interest of the Town.  AA/EOE

The Town of Eastham makes no representations or warranties, express or implied, as to the accuracy and/or completeness of the information included in this Invitation to Bid.  This Invitation to Bid, including all attachments, supplements and/or future addendums, is made subject to errors, omissions, prior leasing or financing and withdrawal without prior notice, and changes to, additional and different interpretations of laws and regulations.
All bids submitted in response to this Invitation to Bid shall remain firm and available for acceptance for sixty (60) days following the bid opening.  The contract shall be awarded, if at all, within sixty (60) days after the opening of the bids.  The time for award shall be extended for up to forty-five (45) additional days by mutual agreement between the Town of Eastham and the bidder(s).

A  Labor and Materials Bond (Payment Bond), in the amount of 50% of the full amount of the Contract will be required by the Town of Eastham to ensure the faithful performance of the Contract.  

Proposals which do not include a properly completed "Certificate of Non-Collusion" & “Statement of Tax Compliance”, attached here as ATTACHMENT A, will be declared invalid.

Attention is directed to the Prevailing Wage Rates to be paid on this project as established by the Commissioner of Labor and Industries pursuant to the provisions of Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 149, Sections 26 to 27D inclusive, attached here as ATTACHMENT B.
All workers must provide proof of completion of an OSHA Construction Safety Course as required under M.G.L. Chapter 30, Section 39S.

This is not an exclusive contract to provide services or materials to the Town.  The Town reserves the right to contract for similar services or materials.

As a minimum, the following shall be properly completed and submitted:

It should be noted that the above list is provided to assist the bidder and may not be all inclusive.  Meeting the above does not relieve the bidder from reviewing, understanding, and meeting all requirements of the Contract Documents.

Scope of Work

The project work includes supplying all materials (new), equipment, labor, and incidental required to, furnish (new), and replace (install) six foot high stockade fencing at the Eastham Transfer Station located at 555 Old Orchard Road in Eastham. The Town has a budget of $18,000 for the replacement of approximately 900 feet of fence. If the entire project cannot be completed within this budget, the town will contract for the installation of as much fence as practical. If only part of the fence is replaced, the town shall decide where to start the fence replacement based on the condition of the existing fence. The Town’s decision on where to start the project and how far to go is final.

The Department of Environmental Protection Requires the Transfer Station to be secured outside of the posted operating hours of 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. As such the contractor shall be responsible for securing the work area at the end of each work day.

The Town will supply a hydraulic excavator with operator to remove the old fencing as directed by the contractor. The town shall dispose of the old fencing at no cost to the contractor.

All work shall comply with all governing codes/regulations/laws. Installers must be experienced and qualified.  All materials must be handled, delivered and stored in accordance with manufacturer's instructions. All installations of the fencing shall be neat and free from defects, dents, warp, buckle and protruding fasteners.

Materials

· Stockade style fencing to be six feet high and in lengths of eight feet.

· Fencing to have three rails.

· Fence and rails to be #2 or better cedar.

· Posts to be 5”x5”x10’ pressure treated with beveled tops and bored to accept fence rails.

· Fasteners to be hot dipped galvanized, aluminum or stainless steel.

· Fencing to be double nailed onto top and bottom rails and single nailed to middle rail.

The Contractor shall make a sample of the fencing available to the Town before installation to allow the Town to determine if the fencing meets these specifications. The Town’s decision shall be final. 

4.
Installation 

· The bottom of the fence shall not touch the ground or be more than 6” from the ground. 
· The hydraulic excavator will provide minor leveling of the ground as deemed appropriate by the town.

· Posts shall be backfilled with dense graded crushed stone, which will be supplied by the Town.

· Backfilling shall be done in lifts with compaction between lifts.

· Fence rails shall join the posts tightly and be secured to the posts with galvanized spikes at the top and bottom rails.

· Fencing shall be installed in the same location as the old fence. The town will consider minor relocations of the fencing to provide ease of installation and maintenance.

· Work shall be conducted from the Transfer Station Perimeter road. Any work on Old Orchard Road, which impacts traffic, shall be subject to the Contractor providing police detail at the contractor’s expense.
5. Pre- Bid Site Visit

The Contractor shall visit the site to inspect existing conditions before submitting a bid. The Site visits will be held on Tuesday, May 11, 2010, at 1:00 p.m. located at 555 Old Orchard Road, Eastham MA. (Department of Public Works Building)
6.
Schedule

The Contractor shall commence Work within thirty (30) working days of receiving a Notice to Proceed. If the Contractor cannot begin work within the thirty (30) working days, the OWNER may order such services from such contractors as are available, and the Contractor shall reimburse the OWNER for all expenses incurred above the Contract Price.

All work must be complete within sixty (60) days of the issuance of the notice to proceed.

Work is restricted to a normal eight-hour day, five-day week, with Contractor and all subcontractors working on the same shift.  The Town may consider extended hours and days of work.  The Town will only consider extending hours or the work week if there is no additional cost to the Town.  Final decision for extended hours and days will be made by the Town only.

The fence replacement project will be undertaken while the Transfer Station is open and operating. The contractor shall not impact Transfer Station operations.
7.
Protection of Town Property

The Contractor shall secure the Transfer Station perimeter at night. 

The Contractor shall minimize disruption to landscaping, drainage swales, and the access road. 
The Town’s agent must approve any removal of trees; under no circumstances shall the contractor damage the landfill cap.
Full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment and incidentals for doing all the work involved in protecting or repairing property as specified in this section, shall be considered included in the lump sum price and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.

8. 
Cleanup and Disposal

Cleanup shall be done on a daily basis.  The Contractor shall ensure that all safety marking and warning devices are in place prior to leaving any job, to the satisfaction of the Owner. During the course of the Work, the Contractor shall keep the site of operations in as clean and neat condition as possible.
The Town will dispose of the old fencing at no cost to the contractor. The Contractor may dispose of debris from this project at no cost at the Eastham transfer station.
9.   Emergency Contacts

The Contractor shall maintain a 24-hour, 7-day a week telephone service and a local facility to handle emergency requirements.  A list of personnel and their telephone numbers shall be submitted to the Town.  
10.  Payment Bond

A payment bond in the amount of 50% of the total bid amount, either a Cashier’s Check or Insurance Bond, shall be issued by a firm authorized to do business in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts to the Town by the contractor upon award of the project.  Should the contractor fail to perform the services described in these specifications, the bond may be retained by the Town as liquidated damages.  Any bond amount on file with the Town will be returned within ten (10) days after completion of the installation.

All bids submitted in response to this Invitation to Bid shall remain firm and available for acceptance for sixty (60) days following the bid opening.  The contract shall be awarded, if at all, within sixty (60) days after the opening of the bids.  The time for award shall be extended for up to forty-five (45) additional days by mutual agreement between the Town of Eastham and the bidder(s).
11. Withdrawal of Bids

Any bid may be modified or withdrawn prior to the opening of bids.  No such modification or withdrawal shall be allowed once the bids are opened.

12. Prevailing Wage
The contractor shall submit proof of payment of Prevailing Wages as detailed on the Prevailing Wage Rate Scale attached here as ATTACHMENT B.  Weekly submission of a certified payroll will be required.  The Town may delay final payment if the contractor does not provide certified payroll.
13. Warranty

All Manufacturers’ warranties expressed or implied shall be included; One-year warranty on material and installation.
14. Bid Documents, Bonds and Insurance
The contractor shall carry and maintain insurance, as required by applicable laws and regulations, but not less than specified below and in such form as shall protect the Town from all claims and liability for damage and personal injury, including accidental death, and for property damage which may arise from the operations covered under this agreement.  The minimum coverage and amounts of such insurance shall be as follows:

The policies shall be so written that the Town of Eastham will be notified of cancellation at least thirty (30) days prior to the effective date of such cancellation.  A Certificate of Insurance from the insurance carrier, stating the limits of liability and the expiration date, shall be filed with the Town before operations may commence.  The Town will be noted as an additional insured on the certificate.

15. Indemnification

The successful bidder shall agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Eastham and its officers, employees, boards, commissions, agents, and representatives from and against all claims, causes of actions, suits, damages, and liability of any kind which arise out of the acts, negligence, or willful misconduct of the successful bidder or its officers, employees, agents and representatives.

16. Method of Payment

Construction of this Project will be paid for at the per foot unit price. Payment will be made after project completion.

17. Evaluative Criteria

The bid shall be awarded to the lowest, qualified, responsible, and responsive Bidder. Tied bids shall be resolved by a coin toss.


The Owner may consider informal any bid not prepared and submitted in accordance with the provisions hereof.  Owner reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any and all informalities and to negotiate contract terms with the Successful Bidder, and the right to disregard all nonconforming, non-responsive or conditional bids.  Discrepancies between words and figures will be resolved in favor of words.  Discrepancies between the indicated sum of any column of figures and the correct sum thereof will be resolved in favor of the correct sum.


In evaluating Bids, Owner shall consider the qualifications of the Bidders (including past performance for the Owner), whether or not the Bids comply with the prescribed requirements, and lump sum price if requested in the Bid forms.  Owner shall award the contract to the lowest, qualified, responsive and responsible Bidder.  A total of two negative or poor references (or one negative or poor reference within the last 6 months), or poor performance on past projects for the Owner shall constitute a reason to consider a Bidder nonresponsible.


Owner may consider the qualifications and experience of Subcontractors and other persons and organizations (including those who are to furnish the principal items of material or equipment) proposed for those portions of the Work as to which the identity of Subcontractors and other persons and organizations must be submitted as provided in the Supplementary Conditions.  Operating costs, maintenance considerations, performance data and guarantees of materials and equipment may also be considered by Owner.


Owner may conduct such investigations as he deems necessary (including but not limited to requesting a list of all projects completed by a Bidder) to assist in the evaluation of any Bid and to establish the responsibility, qualifications and financial ability of the Bidders, proposed Subcontractors and other persons and organizations to do the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents to Owner's satisfaction within the prescribed time.

Owner reserves the right to reject the Bid of any Bidder who does not pass any such evaluation to Owner's satisfaction.

18. Submission Requirements

All bids for consideration must be received no later than the date and time indicated, and in the manner prescribed to be eligible for consideration.  Late, faxed, and/or e-mail proposals will not be accepted.
