Chair Elizabeth Gawron called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  

PUBLIC/SELECTMEN INFORMATION
Wally Adams advised that the Board would be discussing Affordable Housing in general at their meeting on Wednesday, December 9, 2015.
Bud Mirkin, Bayside Drive, noted that 3 years ago the Board of Selectmen worked together to serve those who elected them to the position.  Sadly, this has not been the case for the past year.  The Board is not listening to each other and not listening to the residents of the Town as exampled by the November 16, 2015 meeting.  It is important that the Board of Selectmen, Committee members and residents have and show respect to each other.

Patrick O’Connell, McKoy Road, reviewed the finalized OPM RFP and the comment from Town Counsel on it which noted that this project is not required under Mass General Law to have an OPM.  He is concerned about the fact that members of the Board and Capital Projects Committee have not discussed and listened to each other regarding this position and whether it is really needed.  In addition, Mr. O’Connell reviewed several instances that happened to him that violated the Open Meeting Laws.
Sheila Vanderhoef advised that during this season, members of our community are adversely affected by school vacation due to the school lunch program not being available.  Please give as you are able to the Food Pantry.  Donations can be dropped off at any Town building and the Town will get the donations to the Food Pantry.
APPOINTMENTS
5:05PM – Protect Our Cape Cod Aquifer (POCCA) – Laura Kelley
Laura Kelley presented 3 requests to the Board from POCCA.
1. That the Eastham BOS write a letter in support of Senator Dan Wolf's bill # S.478, an act that if passed would give each town the right to negotiate a no pesticide spraying agreement with Eversource Energy, by writing to Senator Anne Gobi, Senate Chair ENRA - at  anne.gobi@masenate.gov - and Representative Paul Schmid, House Chair ENRA at Paul.Schmid@mahouse.gov.
2.  That the Eastham BOS prepare to write MDAR and prepare to testify in strong opposition to Eversource's YOP when the time for such comments arises after January 1, 2016.
3. That POCCA and POCCA's Attorney, Bruce Taub, be invited to discuss with Eastham Town Counsel, as we have done favorably with Town Counsel in Brewster and Orleans, the possibility of Eastham joining in efforts to take Eversource to court, conditioned on Attorney Taub's offer of his time in such an endeavor on a pro bono basis, in an effort to stop all herbicide spraying along Eastham town owned and privately owned lands and ROWs. See original Motion for Temporary Restraining Order/Injunction and Court's response there to - attached.
The Board discussed the requests.

Elizabeth Gawron made a motion to approve all 3 requests and asked Sheila Vanderhoef to send the requested letters on behalf of the Board and to ask Town Counsel to contact Bruce Taub after January 10, 2016 when Mr. Taub is available.

Board Discussion regarding Stratford Capital Group and Proposed Plan at 4790 State Highway
William O’Shea made a statement from him as a Board of Selectmen but not representing the Board.  The statement noted that 40B is a state regulation and outlined the Board’s role is in this process.  Mr. O’Shea clarified that even if the Board votes to support the LIP requested, it may not support the project based on the negotiations for the MOA (Memorandum of Agreement).
Elizabeth Gawron asked if the group working on the MOA should include a representative from the Board of Selectmen. 

William O’Shea made a motion to appoint Wallace Adams as the Board’s representative to develop a MOA between the Town and Stratford Capital Group

Wallace Adams declined the appointment as he believes that it is too early in the process to proceed with the MOA.
