PUBLIC/SELECTMEN INFORMATION

Elizabeth Gawron advised that she and William O’Shea attended a meeting with the Police and Boards from Truro, Provincetown, Wellfleet and Eastham to discuss the drug abuse situation and how to address it.  The groups will continue to meet and William O’Shea confirmed that based on the meetings, subcommittees will be set up to address specific action items.
Eileen Morgan, Chair, Affordable Housing Trust advised that she will provide a presentation on Sunday, February 21, 2016 at 11AM at the Methodist Church regarding Affordable Housing and will review Eastham’s Draft Housing Plan.

Wastewater Management – Jessica Janney, GHD Consulting & Jane Crowley, Health Agent
Jane Crowley provided a history of the Wastewater Management Plan and the regulatory requirements set by the Cape Cod Commission.  Based on the work to date, the following are updates to Eastham’s Wastewater Management Planning Project:
· Technical Memorandum No. 1- Wastewater Nitrogen Removal Responsibilities:

· Salt Pond requires 100% removal – Eastham is 100% responsible

· Nauset Stream requires 75% removal – Eastham is 100% responsible

· Town Cove requires 75% removal –Eastham 25%, Orleans 74% and Brewster 1% responsible      (still awaiting possible reclassification)
· Rock Harbor requires 78.8% - Eastham 21% and Orleans 79% responsible (still awaiting possible reclassification)
· Technical Memorandum No. 2:

· Recommends reevaluation of sewering alternatives for Rock Harbor and Nauset-Town Cove

· Recommends non-traditional nutrient mitigation technologies be evaluated for use in Salt Pond and Town Cove

· Outlines methodology for evaluation of those non-traditional technologies as part of hybrid evaluations
