Elizabeth Gawron, Chair, called the meeting to order at 3:00PM  
DISCUSSION

Purcell Property RFP (Deferred from Monday, March 21, 2016)

Sheila Vanderhoef advised that the ad has been sent to the paper.   The RFP is currently with Town Counsel for review and comment.  William O’Shea asked that the numbers in the RFP be checked to ensure consistency with the Housing Production Plan.  Sheila confirmed that will be done.

The property will be accessed via Brackett Road as there is no curb cut from State Highway.  Water will also be provided from Bracket Road.
Water Project – Mark White, Principal, and Ryan Trahan, Project Manager, Environmental Partners Group
The following updates were provided:
1. Easement from Eversource and need for letter

a. Waiting for documents from Eversource to move forward with the project in 2 locations

b. Following up with them weekly

c. If not received by end of this week, they will contact Sarah Peake for support

d. Environmental Partners has been working on this for 1.5 years at this point

2. Construction related policy issues (special easement requests)

a. Work on State Highway will begin on April 4, 2016 from South Eastham Road to Rotary

b. One lane of State Highway will be repaved in Fall of 2016

c. Contract 7 will start in April

3. Decision-making time frame for upcoming policy decisions

a. Approximately 24 property sites are similar to Whispering Pines and require BOS decision

i. One property with one owner but multiple dwellings

ii. Owner may want to put a hydrant on property due to size and distance to street hydrant
iii. Does the Board want Fire Suppression on private properties to be the responsibility of the property owner?  - DECISION - The Board agreed YES
iv. Does the Board want the owner to pay for the water from the hydrant on private properties that is used for fire suppression? –  DECISION - The Board agreed NO

v. Should people with properties that are X feet back from a public hydrant be offered the option to a hydrant installed?  This will be included in the Regulations and identified during the application process people will follow when they want to hook up to water.

4. Meter procurement schedule

a. Meters and Service Connections
i. DECISION – 1 meter and 1 service connection per property
ii. DECISION – Town will provide residential meters for single family homes with ¾” pipe or less
iii. DECISION – Town pays for meter and hook-up fee if property owner hooks up within 7 years once water is available to them

iv. DECISION – Meter and hook-up fees will be set yearly along with all water fees

b. Mandatory hook-up to house in impacted area

i. Does the Town pay the cost to bring service to the house based on the area identified by the Town’s LSP and mandated by DEP?  If the Town does, will the DEP stop the requirement of mandatory water testing which currently costs $150,000 a year?

ii. Based on the discussion, it was agreed to have the LSP identify the area and then apply to the DEP for sign off on that area.  If the DEP still requires ongoing mandatory water testing then the Town will not have mandatory hook-up in the area.

iii. This issue will be reviewed in June 2016

c. Pits and Vaults

i. Pits cost $250 to $600  and Vaults cost $10,000 to $11,000 plus $10,000 for installation

ii. About 70% of properties will not need either

iii. Ryan Trahan reviewed a decision chart they developed to help people determine if they need a Pit or Vault and it will be included in the regulations
iv. DECISION – Property owner pays for Pit or Vault
5. Other Information
a. Work on the Storage Tank will resume mid April to prep and paint 
i. 2 year warranty applies to paint

ii. Color will be off white

iii. Paint can only be done in a correct temperature and humidity levels

b. A budget update will be included in the March 28, 2016 agenda packet
