Chair Elizabeth Gawron called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. 
Finance Committee Chair Mike Hackworth called the Finance Committee meeting to order at 5:00pm.
PUBLIC/SELECTMEN INFORMATION
Russ French speaking not as a Finance Committee member, but as a citizen, spoke about the reasons, in his estimation that the Town does not need to hire an OPM for the water project. He also spoke about the relative expenses it would entail.
Town Moderator Steve Cole informed the Board and the citizens how to contact him with questions about Town meeting. 
Jane Fischer asked about the cost to acquire the necessary easements related to Articles 27 and 28 of the Town Warrant. The Board said they would get back to her. 
Arthur Mirkin spoke about the hiring of an OPM and in his estimation the reasons why the Town does not need to hire an OPM. He also spoke about the conduct of the Board of Selectmen, and T-Time property issues.
PUBLIC HEARINGS

FY17 Town Budget/School Budget/Five Year Capital Plan
Elizabeth Gawron read the legal notice pertaining to this item.

Town Administrator Sheila Vanderhoef presented and explained the warrant articles and changes to certain articles in the draft Town Warrant. Articles Ms. Vanderhoef explained at length were the following: Article 12- the Operating Plan, Article 13- the single year capital acquisition plan, and Article 14- the Five Year Capital Plan. Ms. Vanderhoef explained that the Town budget is balanced and it does not include an override.  
Finance Committee Chair Mike Hackworth recused himself from voting on line 49 Article 12 of the Town Warrant due to the fact that his daughter works in the Health Department. Ms. Vanderhoef made note of this change. 

Ms. Vanderhoef noted the Finance Committee will be writing their own narrative, placed at the front of the warrant, which will speak to the Elementary School budget and other pertinent issues.
It was agreed that with respect to Article 32, the Board will make a recommendation at Town Meeting.

Ms. Vanderhoef stated that electronic voting will be used at Town Meeting.

Changes to Public Mooring Fees FY16 & FY17
Elizabeth Gawron read the legal notice pertaining to this item.

Conservation Agent Shana Brogan presented the following recommended changes: Great Pond Mooring Wait List Fee: $10; Transient Mooring Fee (up to two weeks) $25; Transient vessel storage fee (up to two weeks) for Hemenway Landing and Great Pond $25.
Ms. Brogan discussed the reasons why these fees are proposed and noted that the Shellfish meeting is set for March 29, 2016 at 4:00 pm. The public is welcome to attend and the agenda is posted on the Town website.
Wallace Adams motioned to approve the proposed changes to the Public Mooring Fees.
