	Setting: The subject property is located on the southeast corner of the intersection of State Highway (Rt. 6) and Kittiwake Lane.  The surrounding land uses are single family residential.

ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION
This one-story, wood frame dwelling has a modified Bungalow form in that the gable roof does not extend over the front porch as is typical.  Rather the front porch, which extends nearly the full front of the building, has a separate hipped roof.  The porch has been enclosed; entrance door and windows smaller than the original openings have altered the historic appearance of the porch.  Another aspect of bungalows, front dormers, is present with the shed roofed dormer that has two sets of paired 6-over-1 double hung windows.  There is also a rear two-bay shed dormer as well as a brick center chimney.  All the windows in the main portion of the house are 6-over-1 sash, with one set of three (left side).  A one-story hipped roof ell off the rear left (southeast) corner of the house was a 1995 addition.
  Rear wood decks and balconies were also added for which no building permit information was found.

Access to the property is provided via a circular drive off both the State Highway, south of the house, and Kittiwake Lane, east of the house, that wraps around through the rear yard.  An early detached garage that was located north and east of the house was removed when the property was subdivided and Kittiwake Lane created (see subdivision plan below).
  A wood privacy fence occupies a portion of the left side yard.  There are numerous mature trees, both deciduous and coniferous.

HISTORICAL NARRATIVE    
The house at 10 Kittiwake Lane was built c. 1928 on what was once part of the Edmund F. Knowles farm, which included twenty acres on both sides of State Highway.  The son of Freeman and Polly Knowles, Edmund F. Knowles was a mariner and farmer who died early in 1889.  His property was passed on to to his son Edmund L. Knowles, who worked as a teamster in Fall River for much of his life. In 1898 he deeded his father’s homestead to his son, Nelson Munroe Knowles, who the next month married Elizabeth A. Gill, a young widow and native of Lynn who was then living with her parents, Joel and Elizabeth Whittemore, in Eastham.
  It appears that Nelson and Elizabeth Knowles’ son, Raymond Nelson Knowles (b. Nov. 1899), built the house at 10 Kittiwake Lane.
Nelson M. Knowles died in 1903 at the age of forty-four, and his widow Elizabeth, her mother Elizabeth Whittemore, and Elizabeth A. Knowles’s children—sons Raymond and Charles and daughter Elizabeth A. Gill from her first marriage—lived in the family homestead on State Road (as State Highway was then sometimes designated).  By 1918 Elizabeth Knowles married again and was Elizabeth A. Edwards; her son Raymond was still living with her and was working as a lineman for New England Telephone and Telegraph. In 1920 the two lived on State Highway; Elizabeth Edwards is shown as an asparagus farmer, and Raymond is shown as a single fisherman working out of Town Cove.

The 1926 tax records for Eastham show Raymond N. Knowles as owning no property. In June 1928 his mother and his brother Charles deeded him a lot roughly 120 by 150 feet square on the east side of State Highway from the family farm; it was on this lot that Knowles built what is now Kittiwake Lane.
 The 1930 census shows Raymond Knowles and his wife of four years, Florence Adeline, on State Highway; he was again working as a telephone lineman and is shown as owning a house valued at $5000. Tax records for 1931 show him with a house valued at $3000, a homestead lot of .33 acre, and 7.5 acres in other land in the town. 

The 1940 census lists the couple and Knowles’s mother, Elizabeth Edwards, consecutively. Some six acres of the family farm on the east side of State Highway passed to Raymond Knowles after the death of his mother, and in 1974 Raymond deeded that parcel with its buildings to himself and his wife. After the deaths of Raymond and then of his wife Florence, by January 1980, her conservator sold the property to David B. Willard and J. Grant Burke of the J. Grant Burke Trust. The J. Grant Burke Trust subdivided the Knowles property into four large lots in 1980.
 Between 1981 and 1995 the family of Edward and Doris Salzberg of Wayland owned 10 Kittiwake Lane; current owner Donald R. MacFaden has owned the property since 2001.
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West half of subdivision 1980 plan resulting in current 10 Kittiwake Ln. lot (note “garage to be removed” and earlier footprint of house).
