INTENT, RECEIPT AND OPENING OF BIDS

It is the intention of the Town of Eastham to  purchase One (1) New Hydraulic Excavator and Trailer. The equipment shall be a new, current model year (2009 or 2010) production year models. Prototype, demonstration, or refurnished units do not meet these specifications. The successful bidder must be a licensed dealer and able to deliver and install a product consistent with specifications to follow. 
Bids will be received on behalf of the Town at 2500 State Highway, Eastham, MA. 02642 until Tuesday, September 15, 2009 at 1:00 p.m.  Such bids must be received in sealed envelopes and clearly marked on the outside of the envelope BID: Hydraulic Excavator and Trailer.  The outside of the envelope must also show the name and address of the bidder.

Late, fax, or E-mail bids will not be considered.  Bids received after the time and date established herein for the opening of the bids, will not be accepted or considered, regardless of the cause for delay in the receipt of such bids.

The Town Administrator reserves the right to accept and/or reject any and all bids and waive any informalities in bidding procedures to the extent allowed by law and make the award as may be deemed to be in the best interest of the Town.  AA/EOE

BID FORM

Each bid shall be submitted on the required bid form, attached here as Exhibit A.  Non-Collusion and Tax Compliance Certification attached hereto as Exhibit B, must be submitted with each bid and both must be signed by the same individual entering the bid.  All bids or bidders not adhering to any of the requirements herein may be rejected.

BID DEPOSIT

3.1
Each bid submitted shall be accompanied by a bid deposit in the form of a certified check, bank treasurer’s check, cashiers check, cash or bid bond issued by a surety company licensed by the State Division of Insurance, in an amount equal to 5% of the 

equipment price.

All bid deposits, except those of the two lowest responsible and eligible bidders shall be returned within five (5) days of the bid opening.  The two (2) lowest bidder deposits shall be held until an award is made.  If the successful bidder fails to deliver the product as awarded, the deposit shall become the property of the awarding authority as liquidated damages.

All bid deposits will be returned if no award is made within sixty (60) days after the date of opening of the bids.

MINIMUM SPECIFICATIONS 
General

The intent of these specifications is to describe a hydraulic excavator and trailer to be used by the Eastham DPW for public works projects such as installing drainage systems, tearing down buildings, and processing construction debris at the Eastham Transfer Station. The Excavator shall be a zero tail swing style of machine as it will be used on public roads in work areas with restricted space. The machine shall be able to pick up and set a 1,000 gallon H20 catch basin. The town shall be the sole judge of the ability of the machine to accomplish this task.  The machine shall be capable of crushing, picking, and loading demolition material and scrap metal at the town transfer station. The machine shall be able to pack the material in a roll-off can without bouncing around and shaking the operator excessively. The Town shall be the sole judge of the suitability of the machine for this task.
Excavator shall include a full tank of fuel, all fluids topped off and be in fully functional ready to use condition. The trailer shall be adequate to safely and legally transport the Hydraulic Excavator on public roads. Fully functional condition means that the Town can load the excavator on the trailer, secure it properly with chains and binders supplied by the bidder, transport it legally across public roads, and use it for the functions described above.  All equipment shall include all manufacturers’ warranties, expressed or implied.

These specifications are general and indicate minimum requirements and in no way are intended to limit bidders or indicate any favoritism for a product.
